JESUS AS A CHILD

PREPARATION: In preparation ahead of time, it is well to read the story out loud, so you can both see the words and hear them spoken.  After reading the story, close your eyes and imagine you are looking at the story taking place as you practice retelling the story out loud to check your memory.  Then reread the story out loud to note where you made mistakes and try again.  Repeat this process until you can tell the story smoothly and accurately. 

INTRODUCTION: Bible storying is a powerful way to present Biblical truths to both adults and children. 
BASED ON: Luke 2:40-52
INTRODUCTION: 
What was Jesus like as a child? Listen to this story to find out.
STORY: Luke 2:40-52
DISCUSSION: (Use some of these questions, or add your own)

Observation questions: (What happened?)
· Would anyone like to retell the story of Jesus as a child?
· Act out the story, or use puppets or flannegraphs.

· How did Jesus grow?

· What did Jesus do in Jerusalem with the teachers at the temple?

· Describe Jesus’ life in Nazareth with his parents. 

Interpretation questions: (Why?)
· Why did Jesus and his parents go to Jerusalem?

· Why did Jesus stay in Jerusalem after his parents left to go home?

· Why did Jesus’ questions and his answers surprise the other people? How did he know so much?
· Why was his mother worried? 
· Jesus told them that he had to be in his Father’s house. What did he mean by that? (Hint: The Jews worshipped God in the temple.)
· Who is Jesus’ Father?

Application questions: (What does this mean for me?)

· In what ways are you growing?

· Jesus’ parents worried when they could not find him. Have your parents ever been worried about you?

· What does it mean to obey your parents? How do you obey your parents?

Memory verse and coloring page: Luke 2:52. You can use a memory verse game to learn this verse.
Practice
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story.

· During the week, tell your family, friends, and neighbors the story of Jesus as a child.
