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ELIJAH 3: ELIJAH AND THE PROPHETS OF BAAL
Based on:  1 Kings 18:16-39
PREPARATION: In preparation ahead of time, it is well to read the story out loud, so you can both see the words and hear them spoken.  After reading the story, close your eyes and imagine you are looking at the story taking place as you practice retelling the story out loud to check your memory.  Then reread the story out loud to note where you made mistakes and try again.  Repeat this process until you can tell the story smoothly and accurately.  You may use your own words and cut down on the number of names, but stick exactly to the content of the Bible story. 
INTRODUCTION: Bible storying is a powerful way to present Biblical truths to both adults and children. Tell this story after Elijah and the widow. 
STORY: 
· Elijah the prophet had a message for King Ahab, but Ahab was his enemy.

· Tell the story of Elijah and the prophets of Baal, from 1 Kings 18:16-39.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION: Use some of these questions or add your own.
Observation questions:  (What happened?)
· What happened before this story? Who is Elijah?
· Who is King Ahab?

· Baal and Asherah were false gods. What did the prophets of Baal and Asherah do?

· Who came to Mount Carmel?

· What did they do with the two bulls?

· What happened when the prophets of Baal called on Baal?

· What did Elijah do?

· How did God answer the prayers of Elijah?
Understanding questions: (Why?)
· Why did Ahab call Elijah a troubler of Israel? What had Elijah done, just before the drought started?
· Was Baal really a god? How do you know?

· Why did Elijah pour so much water on the offering?

· How did God show his power and his might?

· What did the people learn about God?
Application questions: (How does this relate to me?)
· Baal was a false god. Are there any false gods today?
· What can we worship or honor instead of God?

· Who is your God? How do you show your loyalty to God?

· Does God ever let you be in a difficult situation to see how you respond?

· Have other children or adults ever teased you or mocked you because you believe in God?

· How does God help you when you are being teased or mocked for your faith?

· How does God show his power today?
Memory verse and coloring page: 1 Kings 18:37. You can use a memory verse games to learn this.

Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family and neighbors the story of Elijah and the prophets of Baal.
