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BOAZ REDEEMS RUTH
Based on:  Ruth 4:1-15
PREPARATION: In preparation ahead of time, it is well to read the story out loud, so you can both see the words and hear them spoken.  After reading the story, close your eyes and imagine you are looking at the story taking place as you practice retelling the story out loud to check your memory.  Then reread the story out loud to note where you made mistakes and try again.  Repeat this process until you can tell the story smoothly and accurately.  You may use your own words and cut down on the number of names, but stick exactly to the content of the Bible story. 
INTRODUCTION: Bible storying is a powerful way to present Biblical truths to both adults and children. Tell this story after In the Fields. 
STORY: 
· After Ruth worked in the fields, Boaz agreed to care for Ruth by marrying her and thus restoring the family heritage of Naomi. But first, he had to make sure that nobody else could claim her.

· Tell the story of Boaz redeems Ruth.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION: Use some of these questions or add your own.
Observation questions:  (What happened?)
· Review the story of Ruth in the fields. How did Boaz come to know Ruth?
· One other man was also a relative of Ruth and Naomi, so Boaz had to give him a chance to redeem Ruth. To redeem her meant that he would buy the family and also marry her.

· Did the other man want to marry Ruth and buy her land?

· What did Boaz agree to do?

· What happened to Ruth and Boaz?
Understanding questions: (Why?)
· Kinsman-redeemers were a way to keep land in the family. In this case, Naomi’s husband and her two sons died, but if Boaz or another relative married Ruth, the land would stay in the family.

· Boaz talked with the other man and gave him the option to redeem Ruth by marrying her and buying her land. But what did Boaz hope he would do? (Hint: Did Boaz want to marry Ruth?)

· Why do you think that the other man was hesitant to marry Ruth and buy her land?
· Why did the other man take off his sandal? What did that show?
· Ruth and Boaz gave birth to a son. Their son was the grandfather of King David. Who else was a descendant (or relative) of Ruth and Boaz?

· How was her daughter-in-law, Ruth, better to her than seven sons?

· Ruth had suffered many tragedies. She lost her home, her husband, and two sons. How is her life filled with joy now?
Application questions: (How does this relate to me?)
· How has God cared for you?
· How has God rescued or redeemed your life?
Memory verse and coloring page:   You can use a memory verse games to learn this verse.

Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of Boaz redeems Ruth.
