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GOD PROTECTS ME (PSALM 91)
Based on: Psalm 91:1-6
INTRODUCTION: What are you afraid of? How can God protect you when you are afraid? 
STORY: Tell the story of God protects me, from Psalm 91:1-10.
Live under the protection of God Most High and stay in the shadow of God All-Powerful. Then you will say to the LORD, "You are my fortress, my place of safety; you are my God, and I trust you." 
The Lord will keep you safe from secret traps and deadly diseases. 
He will spread his wings over you and keep you secure. His faithfulness is like a shield or a city wall. 
You won't need to worry about dangers at night or arrows during the day. 
And you won't fear diseases that strike in the dark or sudden disaster at noon. 
You will not be harmed, though thousands fall all around you. 
And with your own eyes you will see the punishment of the wicked. 
The LORD Most High is your fortress. 
Run to him for safety, and no terrible disasters will strike you or your home. 

(Psalms 91:1-10 CEV)

· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION: Use some of these questions or add your own. Adjust them to the age of the children.
Observation questions:  (What do you see?) Sign: Put your hand above your eyes as if searching.
· What does God do for you?
· How does God protect you?
Understanding questions: (What do you think this means?) Sign: Point to your head.
· How is God like a fortress?
· Where do young birds go for protection? How does God protect you “under his wings”?
· How is God like a shield? What does he protect you from?

· How can you run to him for safety? What does that mean?

· What will happen if you run to God?
Application questions: (How does this apply to me?) Sign: Point to your heart.
· What are you afraid of?
· Are you afraid of terrible diseases? Or dangers at night? Or disasters and problems?

· Are there any people that you are afraid of?

· What should you do when you are afraid?

· What is God’s promise for you?

· How will God protect you and take care of you?
MEMORY VERSE: Psalm 91:2. You can use a memory verse game to learn this.

· A warrior with a strong shield
