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ABRAM AND LOT
Based on: Genesis 13:5-17
PREPARATION: In preparation ahead of time, it is well to read the story out loud, so you can both see the words and hear them spoken.  After reading the story, close your eyes and imagine you are looking at the story taking place as you practice retelling the story out loud to check your memory.  Then reread the story out loud to note where you made mistakes and try again.  Repeat this process until you can tell the story smoothly and accurately. You may use your own words and cut down on the number of names, but stick exactly to the content of the Bible story. 
INTRODUCTION: What does it mean to put others first? Listen to this story to find out.
STORY: 
· Tell the story of Abram and Lot, from Genesis 13:5-17.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION: Use some of these questions or add your own. Adjust them to the age of the children.
Observation questions:  (What do you see?) Sign: Put your hand above your eyes as if searching.
· Lot was Abram’s nephew. What happened when they tried to live in the same area?

· Why did their servants argue?

· What did Abram offer to Lot?

· What did Lot choose?

· What were the people of Sodom like?

· What did the Lord promise to Abram?
Understanding questions: (What do you think this means?) Sign: Point to your head.
· What was Abram thinking of when he offered Lot his choice of the land? 

· Was Abram trying to get ahead and make the best deal? Why or why not?
· How did Abram put Lot ahead of himself?
· Why did Lot choose the Jordan River valley?

· Do think that Lot made a good choice? Why or why not?
· Lot lived near Sodom, and the men of Sodom were evil. Do you think that caused problems?
· What do you think happened to Lot after this? 

· What do you think happened to Abram after this? Did God fulfill his promise to him? 
Application questions: (How does this apply to me?) Sign: Point to your heart.
· If you were Abram, which land would you have chosen? Why would you do that?

· What does it mean to put others first?

· Why bother? Why not just choose what is best for you?

· Abram gave Lot the first choice of the land. Think of some practical ways you can put others first.

MEMORY VERSE AND COLORING PAGE: Genesis 13:8-9. You can use a memory verse game to learn this.

PRACTICE:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of Abram and Lot.
· During the week, take some steps to put others first. Report back on what happened next week.
