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THE PARABLE OF THE RICH FOOL
BASED ON:  Luke 12:15-21
THEME: Greed
INTRODUCTION: This is a Bible story for children, based on the parables of Jesus.
ACTIVITY: If you were rich, what would you like to have? Draw a picture or give a short explanation.
STORY: 
· Tell the story of the rich fool from Luke 12:16-21.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· You can change the context of the story. Instead of being a rich farmer, he could be a rich businessman with a big bank account.
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION:

1. Observation questions:  
· What happened to the rich man?

· Then what happened?
2. Understanding questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· Why did Jesus tell this story?
· What did the rich man want to do?

· Is it wrong to have a big house or have lots of money? Explain your answer.
· Should you store up for the future?

· Why did the rich man think he could “eat, drink and be merry”? 
· What had the rich man forgotten?

· What happens if you store up riches for yourself but forget about God?
3.  Application questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· Would you like to be rich?

· What would you do if you were rich?

· Are there any dangers of being rich?

· What are some ways that you can be rich without having much money?

· How can you be rich toward God? Give practical examples.

· What did you learn about God from this story?  
· What did you learn about yourself?
· What will you do about it?
4. Memory verse: Luke 12:15. You can use the memory verse games to learn this verse.

5. Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of the rich fool.
