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THE PARABLE OF THE SEED
BASED ON:  Mark 4:26-29
THEME: Evangelism
INTRODUCTION: This is a Bible story for children, based on the parables of Jesus.
ACTIVITY: Draw pictures of the growth of a plant.
STORY: 
· Tell the story of the seed, from Mark 4:26-29.
· Act out the life of a seed, from the time it is planted until the time of the harvest.
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION:

1. Observation questions:  
· What does the man do with the seed?

· Describe the life of the seed.
· How does the seed grow? 
· Who makes the seed grow?
2. Understanding questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· What is the kingdom of God? (Hint: A kingdom is where a king reigns.)
· Who is the King?

· How is the kingdom of God like a man sowing seed?

· How are we like the man sowing seed? What seed do we sow?

· What grows from that seed?

· Who makes the kingdom of God grow?

· With the kingdom of God, what is the harvest?

· What is the main point of this story?
· How can we help the kingdom of God to grow?
3.  Application questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· Are you telling other people about Jesus?

· Have some of them come to faith in God?

· Did your words bring them to faith in God? Or was God at work in their lives?

· What did you learn about God from this story?  
· What did you learn about yourself?
· What will you after hearing this story?
4. Memory verses: Romans 10:13-14. You can use the memory verse games to learn this verse.

5. Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of the seed.
