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PARABLE OF THE SOWER
BASED ON:  Luke 8:4-15
THEME: Responding to the gospel message  
INTRODUCTION: This is a Bible story for children, based on the parables of Jesus.
ACTIVITY: Plant some seeds. What do the seeds need to grow?
STORY: 
· Tell the parable of the sower, based on Luke 8:4-15.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION:

1. Observation questions:  
· What is a sower?  (A sower is a person who sows or plants seeds.)
· What did the sower do?

· Where did the seed fall?

· What happened to the seed that fell beside the road?

· What happened to the seed that fell on rocky soil?

· What happened to the seed that fell among the thorns?

· What happened to the seed that fell onto the good soil?
2. Understanding questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· What is the seed?

· Who are those beside the road?

· Who are those on the rocky soil?

· What are the thorns? What do the thorns do?

· What is the good soil?

· What is the difference between the good soil and the poor soil?

· Which soil produces the most fruit?

· Does everyone who hears the good news of Jesus become a follow of Christ? Why not?

· What do we need to grow in Christ?
3.  Application questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· You have heard some stories from the Bible. Do you remember and think about these stories?

· Have you memorized some verses from the Bible?
· Have you told these stories to other people?

· What fruit or changes do you see in your life?

· How has Jesus made a difference in your life? 

· Do you talk with other people about Jesus? 

· What did you learn about God from this story?  
· What did you learn about yourself?
· What will you do about it?
4. Memory verse: Luke 8:15.  You can use the memory verse games to learn this verse.


5. Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of the sower.
