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THE TWO SERVANTS
BASED ON:  Matthew 24:44-51
THEME: Serving God
INTRODUCTION: This is a Bible story for children, based on the parables of Jesus.
STORY: 
· Tell the story of the two servants, based on Matthew 24:44-51.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· They can also act out story in a modern context. Instead of a servants and a master, for example, you could act out a boss coming back from a long business trip and finding his employees at work. (Choose a context that is familiar to you.)
· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION:

1. Observation questions:  
· What happened?

· Then what happened?

· What happened next?
2. Understanding questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· Why did Jesus tell this story? (See the beginning of the story in Matthew 24:44.)
· Who is the Son of Man? When will he come?

· How is Jesus like the master in this story? (Hint: We are living in the time between Jesus’ first coming and his second coming.)

· Compare the actions of the two servants when the master went away. What did the first servant do? How about the second one? 
· Why did the master reward the first servant?

· How did he reward him?

· Why did the second servant begin to act up and beat the other servants?

· Why did the master punish him?

· What is the main point of this story?

3.  Application questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· Are you ready for Jesus to come back?

· How can you be ready for his coming?

· What does Jesus hope that you will do until he comes back again?

· What are some ways that you could disobey Jesus and not obey him?

· What will you do to be ready for Jesus’ coming?

· What did you learn about God from this story?  
· What did you learn about yourself?
4. Memory verse: Matthew 24:44.  You can use the memory verse games to learn this verse.

5. Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of the two servants.
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
