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THE WIDOW AND THE JUDGE
BASED ON:  Luke 18:1-8
THEME: Persistent prayer
INTRODUCTION: This is a Bible story for children, based on the parables of Jesus.
STORY: 
· Tell the story of the widow and the judge from Luke 18:1-8.
· Have the children act out the story, or do a puppet show or mime. 
· Act out the story in another context—such as a neighbor begging for a loan.

· Does anyone want to retell the story?

DISCUSSION:

1. Observation questions:  
· What happened first?

· What happened next?

· Then what happened?

2. Understanding questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· Why did Jesus tell this story?
· Describe the judge. What was he like?

· Why did the woman come to the judge?

· Why did the judge finally give in and listen to her?

· How can we talk to God and let him know what is bothering us?

· How often should we pray? Can we just pray once and then give up?

· Is God able to answer our prayers?
· What is the main point of this story?

3.  Application questions: Use some of these questions or add your own.
· How often do you pray to God?

· What do you pray about?

· Do you stop praying when there does not seem to be an answer, or do you keep on praying?

· How can we keep on praying and not give up?

· What did you learn about God from this story?  
· What did you learn about yourself?
· What will you do about it?
4. Memory verse: 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18. You can use the memory verse games to learn this verse.

5. Practice:  
· Divide into pairs to practice telling this story. 
· During the week, tell your family, friends and neighbors the story of the widow and the judge.
6. Pray:

· Spend time praying with the children about the things they are concerned about.
