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Monitoring and Evaluation Tools for Children
	Builder

15 minutes
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	On a large piece of newsprint, draw a figure of a person. 

On the head, draw a hat. Ask the children, “What have you learned from this project (or activity)? What new ideas do you have?”

Draw a toolbox. Ask the children, “What skills and abilities have you learned from this project?”

Draw a heart on the person. Ask the children, “What did you like about this project? How do you feel about this project?”

Draw a wastebasket by the person’s feet. Ask the children, “What would you throw away (or get rid of)?”

Have the children write their answers on small pieces of paper or on Post-It notes, and attach them to the person’s head, heart, toolbox, or wastebasket.

	Graffiti

20-30 minutes
	Give each child a crayon or marker.

Prepare several pieces of newsprint, with a question written on top of each piece. Ask the children to draw or write:

· What parts of the project worked well? What did you like about the project?

· Which parts did not work well? What would you change?

· What new skills have you learned?

· What was most difficult for you?

· What have you learned about (name the topic of the project)?

· What have you learned about yourself?

Have them draw out or write an answer to these questions on the newsprint.

	Mapping 

15 minutes
	Divide into small groups. Have each group draw two pictures of their community.

What was the community like before you started the project?

What is the community like now that you have finished the project?

	Role Plays

15 minutes
	Pretend that you are interviewing a member of the community. What was your community like before the project? What difference has the project made in the community? What did you like (or not like) about the project?

	Drawing

15 minutes
	Give each child two pieces of paper. Ask the child to draw:

· The thing that I liked best about the project was. . . 

· The thing that I liked least about the project was. . . 

	Head, Heart, Feet

15 minutes
	Give each child three small pieces of people—one in the shape of a head, another in the shape of a heart, and another in the shape of feet.

Have them write out or draw: 

· What have you learned from this project? (head)

· How have your feelings or attitude changed as a result of this project? (heart)

· What do you want to do now that you have finished the project? (feet)

After they finish, have them stick their pieces of paper on the drawing of a person. 

	Circles of Knowledge

20-30 minutes
	Divide the children up into small circles of four or five people. Have each person fill in the ending to a statement, such as:

· “During this project, I discovered that…”

· “I learned that. . .”

· “I liked it when. . .”

· “I want to learn more about. . .”

Emphasize that there are no right or wrong answers.

	Moving Circles

15 minutes
	Have the children form two circles, with the inner circle facing out and the outer circle facing in, so that one child is facing another. Give them about two minutes to answer a question, and then shift the circle so that each child has a new partner. Ask questions like:

· What were your hopes for the project?

· Were those hopes met?

· What was the best part of the project? Why?

· What was the worst part? Why?

· What was our biggest success?

· What would you do different next time?

· What is the biggest change in our community as a result of the project?
